The Northumberland County School Board held Public Hearing #1 on the 2020-2021 Educational Plan
& Budget. The Board received an update of the current survey responses from Director of Finance
Mrs. Donna Booth: 17 responders, 26 requests; 8 request for additional personnel; 9 requests for
technology upgrades, computers and laptops; 3 requests for pay raises; 1 request for increase grant
funding; 3 requests for maintenance upgrades; 1 request for a practice facility for JROTC and wrestling;
and 1 request for buses with air conditioning. Students, staff, families, and community members are

The Northumberland School Board voted unanimously to give notice to the Northern Neck Regional
Special Education Program (NNRSEP) regarding NCPS’s intent to dissolve from participation in the
NNRSEP for the 2020-2021 school year. Many factors were considered including the increases in
participation cost (average of an additional $50,000 increase per year over the past two years) as well as
the structure of current program offerings. “The Northumberland students who participate in the current
NNRSEP remain the school division’s highest priority, and we will work diligently to continue a service
delivery model that exceeds individual student needs while upholding the highest inclusive practices
next year,” stated NNRSEP Board Chair and NCPS Board member Mrs. Dana O’Bier.
